Georgette Jones heads to the big city  

in the cast of A Sordid Affair

The Princess of Country Music by birth, born 

to the King, George Jones, and the Queen, 

Tammy Wynette, Georgette Jones is 

coming into her own at last with a new album 

and a great turn in some high southern gay 

playwriting.  She generously extended some 

time to answer questions for Donôt Label It!.   

 

Xanna:  In your song, When Tractors Fly, the 

 lead character of the song rejects city life in favor of roosters crowinô in a country existence.  

How does Georgette Jones feel about coming to the big city of Atlanta for A Sordid Affair at 

The 14th Street Playhouse?  

 

Georgette:  I still love the city.  And ATL is only two hours from where I've been living for the 

last 12 years, so we go there a lot.  I absolutely love Del Shores [Sordidôs creator and writer] 

and all the others I've worked with from Sordid Lives.  I had such a great time filming [for 

Logo] and just getting to know them.  I have a ball every time I get to see them again.  I can't 

wait ótil this weekend.  It'll be fun. 

 

X:  You wrote last yearôs beautiful duet with your father, George Jones, You and Me and 

Time.  How did the two of you record it?  Whose vocals were tracked first?  What does the 

song mean to you?  

 

G:  The song was really just something I wrote for my Dad because we had not had a close 

relationship for most of my life, but had finally gotten close after my Mom passed away.  I was 

so happy to have that now that I wrote the song expressing how I felt.  I played it for him 

hoping really to just give it to him, but he loved it and wanted to record it with me on his next 

CD.  It meant so much to me on two levels....as his daughter it was great that he felt the 

same, but as an artist, it was great because he thought it was well written enough to record.  

It's a very special song to us.  

 



X:  After many years as a registered nurse, what 

motivated you to step into the musical spotlight?  

 

G:  I love being a nurse, but have always had a love 

for music.  I was very worried for a long time when I 

was younger about being compared to my parents.  

Hard to fill those shoes, but I finally decided I love 

music so much that I wanted to make it even if others 

do or donôt like what I make.  I have to make music 

because I love it and I hope people will enjoy it.  

 

X:  You first became involved with Del Shoresô Sordid Lives franchise on its Logo television 

show portraying your mother, Tammy Wynette, in dream sequences.  How did that come to 

pass?  Youôve played your mother in other projects, but this is in a different context.  Who 

approached you to do it?  

 

G:  I was writing with a friend named Mark McGuinn who was also a friend of Del Shores.  Del 

called Mark about the part and asked if he thought I would be interested.  Mark called and I 

had seen Sordid Lives (the movie) and loved it.  Del called me and the rest is history.  He sent 

me a picture of him with my Mom and I know Mom was open to him and the movie.  She had 

a great sense of humor and a huge gay following.  Thank God she taught us to love 

everybody because some of my best friends are gay.  I wish everyone was more open 

because the world would be a better place if we could all see each other as just people.   

 

X:  On your mother's iconic songs, your voice takes on shades of hers that are not always 

present in your own material.  How does it feel when you sing them?  Where do you go in your 

mind when you perform as her?  Is it like channeling her spirit?  

 

G:  I hope I do channel her.  I don't try to sound like Mom when I sing my own songs, although 

people say I do sound like her on certain things.  But since it was her music, I did try to 

capture her.  I hope it did sound as much like her as possible.  Itôs a huge compliment to me 

when people say it sounds like Mom.  I'm so proud of her and what she has meant to so many 

and to music in general.  

 

X:  Like Tammy Fay Baker, youôre embarking into gay territory coming from a genre that it is 

not always accepting of GLBT people.  Do you see yourself at all like a goodwill ambassador 

between the two worlds?  How would you describe your relationship with the gay community?  

 

 



 

G:  I was always around gay people my whole life and my Mom was so open.  She taught us 

to see people for who they are as people and not for who they have sex with.  I'm so thankful 

for that because I believe people are who they are for a reason and we really are all the same 

when it comes down to it.  I donôt think I'm an ambassador because I hope no one really 

listens to my opinion to the extent that they change their way of thinking, but I hope that others 

can see that I love all people and we all should care about each other.  

 

X:  Your mother stepped out of her country comfort zone when she 

recorded with The KLF in 1991 for the song Justified and Ancient 

(Stand By The Jams).  When I hear the rockônôroll undertones in your 

voice on your own material, I wonder if you see yourself as possessing 

that same open, musical pioneer spirit?  Overall, do you think the 

country music establishment in Nashville could benefit from reaching 

out to other demographics and genres more?  

 

G:  I would love to reach out to other genres of music.  I listen to it all... 

I have 50 cent, Dolly Parton and Jill Scott all in my CD player.  I love  

country music and feel like I sing it the best, but like my Mom, I do like all forms of music and 

would love to branch out. There is no such thing as a bad form of music.  

 

X:  You recently toured Ireland and plan to return to Europe again this year.  Are you 

recording more original tracks?  What are your plans for 2010?  

 

G:  I did tour in Ireland last July and had a great time!  They love traditional country there and 

it was so much fun.  I also happened to meet my fiancé there...we're getting married next 

August.  I just recorded my first full length CD for Heart of Texas Records and it'll be out in 

March.  I have plans for a tour that will be released by April and hope to tour in Europe again 

in the summer. It's been a snowball of opportunities for me since I went to Ireland.
